Use a few sentences to
introduce your characters
and settings and
remember that fables
usually start with the
phrase ‘once there lived.’
Use your plan carefully to
help structure your story.

If you want to use speech
marks in your fable,
remember to start a new
line when a new character
speaks.

Pay close attention to
capital letters and
punctuation.

In this lesson, we are
editing and improving our
fables.

Make sure to send your
fable to your class teacher
so they can provide you
with some speedy
feedback.

Use the editing stations to
correct your letter
formation, capital letters
and full stops, word choice
and sentence structure.

Think carefully about if
the moral of your story is
clear or if you need to add
some extra information to
make it clearer.

capital letters and
punctuation.
