Medium Term Planning Overview - Jupiter Class Year 2/3 Summer 2019
	History - Over the term Jupiter class will be learning about South America. Whilst this topic focuses vastly on geographical based learning, we will still be understanding the history behind South America. We will learn about when it was first discovered and by whom. Also we will learn about how it was first formed hundreds of 
years ago.
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	Geography- In geography this term Jupiter class will be developing their knowledge of the continents, oceans, UK countries and capital cities. This topic allows for a vast amount of geographical work and so they will be researching a South American country, exploring the rainforests climate and identifying the differences between villages, towns and cities. The children will also learn how countries and their lifestyles vary enormously to theirs.

	Maths - In maths the children will follow the National Curriculum for Year 2 and 3 and we will be ensuring the children have a secure understanding of position and direction to start the new term off nicely.  The class will continue focussing on geometry for a couple of weeks, identifying shapes, patterns, lines of symmetry, perpendicular and parallel lines. This term the children will also consolidate our knowledge of the four operations and practise telling the time using their understanding of position to help them. 
	Science – In Science this term, both year 2 and year 3 will learn about plants. This links in well to our Topic as we focus lots on rainforests. The children will describe the function of different parts of flowering plants and trees, explore and describe the needs of different plants for survival, describe the plant life cycle, especially the importance of flowers and  describe the way water is transported within plants using a practical experiment to demonstrate. 

	English- This term the children will be focussing on the fiction text ‘The Kapok Tree’ which is a tale of the Amazon rainforest. They will investigate how illustrations influence a reader’s experience, learn how an author uses language to create empathy for an issue, recognise how sound, images and video are used to expand the use of ambitious vocabulary and they will plan and write their own narratives. During the second spring term, the class will focus on the text ‘Gregory Cool’ which is about a young boy who moves to a South American country and finds the culture challenging. They will write in role and use drama and role play to express characters emotions.  

	Computing – This term the children will use ICT to enhance their learning. They will record weather forecasts of a rainforests climate and use software like Google Earth to enhance their geographical understanding and sense of place in the world. They will also use the computers and internet safely to carry out various research tasks set by Miss Connor to develop their learning.
	[bookmark: _GoBack]PSHE- For Jupiter Classes PSHE lessons this term we will continue to explore themes such as determination and perseverance. Through PE teambuilding exercises and allocated slots during a Friday afternoon, the children will discuss the past, present and future real-life occurrences and problems that have arisen or could arise.  
	Art- In art this term the class will focus on developing key skills using colour, brush and pencil strokes through a range of activities. The children will also focus on pencil work to sketch leaves found in the rainforest.  For this, they will learn about the different grades of pencil and when these are suitable for different pieces of artwork. Similarly, they will create and print a repeated pattern and will create paintings inspired by the work of an influential artist ‘Henri Rousseau’.

	Music- In music this term the class will focus on the work on music from ‘Out of the Ark's Wonderful Water’ in preparation of Year 2’s music festival in July. We will use our voices to sing a tune with expression and follow a melody. 
	RE - In RE the children will explore why the world is special to us, using evidence from our local area. They will learn about the ‘Inti Raymi’ festival and identify how it is celebrated. 

	DT - In DT this term the class will design, make and evaluate a decorative sun mask. As this is in celebration of a South American festival, the children will complete research to ensure the appropriate materials are used in their final designs.  


PE: Swimming on Tuesday Mornings and team building exercises on Tuesday afternoons.
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
