Session 1

LO: to role play a character.

Input: Read the story of Little Red Riding Hood
or watch a reading of the story here:

Task: Choose one of the characters to role play.
Gather some props from around your house to
help you pretend to be one of the characters! Are
they a goodie or a baddie? How do you know?

Session 2

LO: to sequence a story.

Input: Recap the story of Little Red Riding

Hood. Discuss what happens at the beginning,

middle and end.

Task: sequence the pictures to show the
sequence of events in the story. Can you
retell the story using the pictures?

Session 3

LO: to describe a character using describing
words.

Input: recap the story of Little Red Riding

Hood. As you are reading discuss the

characters. What do they look like? What is

their personality like? Are they a goodie or a

baddie? How do you know?

Task: Sort the word cards and match them
with a character. This will involve an adult
reading some of the describing words.

Session 4

LO: to segment and blend sounds to read
words.

Look carefully at each of the word cards. Can you
use robot arms to segment and then blend some
of the words? You could turn this into a game by

placing the words face down. Choose a card to
turn over and if your child can read the word they
can keep their card.

Session b

Read your reading book. Discuss the images
and the story. What is happening? Who are
the characters? Where is the story set?

Then look at word wall 1. Start to practise

recognising the top line of words. You could

turn them into a pairs game or hide them on
post-it's around the house!
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
