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DAN MASK


Dan masks are used for protection and as a connection to the spirit world.





GOMA MASK


Goma masks are known for their large eyes. They are worn during tribal rituals.





BIOMBO MASK


Biombo masks are usually worn during tribal rituals and ceremonies. The points on top represent the Biombo hairstyle.





TEKE MASK


Teke masks are worn by a secret society called the ‘Kiduma’. The Kiduma take charge of social and spiritual rituals.





YOHURE MASK


Yohure masks represent the spirits that restore society after a death. They are considered very powerful and dangerous. 





LULUA MASK


Lulua tribes use straight lines to decorate their masks and bodies. The three spikes on the top represent their hairstyle.
