Write your own newspaper article about the events of 

The Tempest.  

 

Features: 

• Headline: usually short and snappy, perhaps featuring 

alliteration or a pun.  

• By-line: the name of the author of the article.  

• Orientation paragraph: the first paragraph with 

details of the WHO, WHAT, WHEN and WHERE of 

the story.  

• Main body: lots more detail about the story, clarifying 

HOW and WHY things happened and usually including 

some quotes from key witnesses or people involved in 

the story.  

• Reorientation: summarising the story at the end and 

perhaps including some additional details of what the 

characters are up to NOW.  

• Past tense: this is something that has already 

happened.
